Honduras Water Mission  

Update 
 

Several people have asked me about my recent trip to Honduras, to do some preliminary work exploring the pos-

sibility of a water system for the small mountain village, La Victoria.  So I thought I would give an update. 

 

To begin, Eric McKinley and I had a very productive trip.  We were able to meet with Evy, a civil engineer who 

works for Water Missions, International.   We sampled the amount of time it takes to current water source, a few 

springs, to refresh.   The maximum refresh rate for the best spring was 10 gallons per minute.  Others ranged 

from 1 -2 gallons per minute.  We do not believe this will produce enough water, due to the number of homes, 

and the fact that during our trip it was a little wetter.  We estimated that the flow rates would drop during the dry 

season. 

 

We also checked the water quality.  While I have not received the final water analysis, the initial samples show 

large bacterial, chlorides and sulfates contamination.   This is what we suspected, as it is common in such areas. 

 

Eric and I also constructed a filtration system with two five gallon buckets and a ceramic water filter, with all the 

materials purchased in Honduras.  We filled it with the same water from the spring, and tested the water we ran 

through it.  It tested fine, and he and I drank from it with no health problems.  For $20, we should be able to pro-

vide each home with healthy drinking water!  This will be a major emphasis for future trip projects. 

 

Another task that we completed was mapping each home in the village, with GPS location and elevation.  We 

also have each families name, and number of persons living in each house.  This will be valuable data for the 

church ministry for  calling, etc.  It will help us figure out main piping, and at what elevation to place a holding 

tank. 

 

As I mentioned, I am still waiting on the entire water proposal that will come from Water Missions.  However, we 

know that we will need to look at alternative water sources, such as a well.  The next step will be to find a geolo-

gist  to assist with research to locate the best possible site to drill a well. 

 

So what do we do next?  I am beginning to plan our next church missions trip,  as well as what extra trips may be 

needed to keep this project moving forward.   As we wait for the full water project report, continue to pray for God 

to place resources and people to assist with this project.  Pray that God would provide for the funding that will be 

needed for the water system project, and that Honduran government officials would be willing to contribute 

matching funds.  Pray that we can get filtration bucket systems into each home in the village to provide safe 

drinking water.  And most of all, pray that God would guide our church, and the people of FCC to know what He 

would want us to do next!
