Missions Trip to India 

One of the tasks for my Sabbatical is participation in a missions trip.   

While this may seem like an unusual task for "renewal" (you take 

groups on missions trips all the time?), this one will be quite differ-

ent in several ways. 
 

Most of the trips I have taken (or led) have been to "western" based 

nations.  That ultimately means they have had strong influence in 

government structure, and cultural from the USA, England, etc.  It 

also means most of their ethics have been shaped by "Christian" 

ideology based upon Catholic mission outreach.  While not great 

doctrinally, it does produce a similar culture in some ways to the US.  

Christians are not thought of negatively. 
 

In reaching out into India, I will be going to a nation that has been 

based on some influence by England, but religiously connect to Hin-

duism.  The teachings of Hinduism permeate throughout the cul-

ture, and emphasize its ethics.  The caste system is one such idea.  

You are born into a social/economic level, and you can never move 

from it.  Your caste level affect your job, income, education, etc.  

People in a caste above you can take advantage of you in business, 

housing, employment and many other horrible ways.  While this is 

really unusual to us, it is an everyday fact of life, with little hope of it 

changing, as the Hindu religion has great control of government and 

economic systems.  While Christianity is tolerated (originally be-

cause the earliest missionaries took care of the poor, sick, elderly), 

they are rejected by society and family, and many Christians are 

outcast in their own culture. 
 

I will be journeying to Damoh, India to work with Central India 

Christian Mission, and their director Dr. Ajai Lall.  CICM has built a 

great ministry to the people of India with over 250 churches with 

over 250,000 members in a Hindu country.  They operate schools, 

orphanages, leadership training, economic development (creating 

jobs/businesses for people) and many other great things. 
 

 But with this great offering of the hope of salvation and an alterna-

tive view from the Hindu traditions, comes persecution from the 

government of India.  The Hindu leaders do not like that many peo-

ple are converting to Christianity, and prospering.  The leadership 

of CICM see the day ahead when outside missionaries are extremely 

restricted or not allowed.  While CICM has a large portion of its min-

istry done with India nationals, they are working on making sure 

every ministry they do can be done with nationals. 
 

I will be leaving for India on Feb. 13 with a short flight to Chicago, 

and then non-stop to India (arriving Tuesday afternoon (India time 

zone is +11.5 hours from DC).  While our group is in India, we will 

have a government issued "guide" with us to make sure we follow 

our "approved itinerary".   One of the areas I will be assisting on this 

trip is at their leadership institute and teaching on youth ministry.  

This has been one area where they have not done a lot of training of 

nationals so far, so I will lead several training sessions on youth 

ministry and also be preaching 4-6 times. 
 

I would appreciate your prayers during the trip for health, safety, 

family at home, ministry opportunities and finances.  Also pray for 

the ministry of Central India Christian Missionary, Dr. Ajay Lall, all 

of those associated with the ministry.   I will be sure to give an up-

date on the trip at some point after my return, but would be de-

lighted to speak with you about it anytime.

Students will study spiritual gifts given by God, and find their spiritual 

gifts.  We will highlight places within FCC where we can serve through-

out the church, in the community, and throughout God's kingdom.
